
offers scholarships to students to attend Trinity Catholic High 
School in Stamford. Students and prospective students who 
have at least one parent who has worked for a minimum of 

one year as a Greenwich or Stamford firefighter or police 
officer, or as a nurse at either Greenwich or Stamford 

Hospital, are eligible to apply. The grant, which covers 80% 
of tuition beginning with the 2019/20 academic year, is 

renewable and contingent upon students maintaining a 
strong academic performance and is based on available 

funding each year. 
The scholarship application process and management is administered by 

Foundations in Education, a non-profit initiative created to assist the Diocese of 
Bridgeport’s ongoing mission to support Catholic education in Fairfield County.
